Modern Languages Scholarship  

Modern Languages Renewal Requirements:  

Recipients must maintain a minimum GPA of 2.5 and adhere to the participation requirements of the department. In 
the spring semester of each year, recipients must submit a scholarship renewal application to the department 
chairperson for approval. Forester Scholarships are renewable for up to four years for first-year students and on a pro-
rated basis for transfer students.  

Every year all recipients must enroll in at least one course within the department of Modern Languages and 
Literatures (MLL)  or study abroad for a summer, a semester, or a year; AND do at least one of the following:  

 Join Latinos Unidos, French Club, United Asians, International Student Organization;  
 Join the staff of Collage magazine;  
 Contribute a text or photo to Collage magazine;  
 Give a presentation at the Student Symposium with an international focus;  
 Serve as a modern languages tutor (limited positions available);  
 Complete an internship for MLL department credit;  
 Serve as a departmental assistant, faculty research assistant, or peer teacher in MLL department;  
 Assist with study abroad orientation for a country with which you have first-hand experience (this may also 

occur by e-mail journal while you are abroad);  
 Submit an article to the Stentor or MLL department newsletter on benefits of study abroad, language study or 

department club activities, or report on an international event or speaker. 
 Attend a language table regularly.
