Special Case 1: Took classes related to your major(s)?

Special Case 2: Studied abroad to learn a language?

Explain the connections between the classes and
your future career.

General Rules when you studied abroad for EDUCATION

List the experience under “EDUCATION” section.

Put the name of the school, the location, the period, 
and the name of the program.

Explain why taking them ABROAD is special 
(e.g. diverse coursework).

Write about how you used the language to do something
rather than just improvement of the ability.
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Special Case 3: Did you do an INTERNSHIP?

List the experience under “PROFESSIONAL EXPERIENCES”
section.

Mention international or cross-cultural collaboration only
when it adds clear value.

Focus on what you did and achieved, not on the fact that
the internship took place abroad.

Put the name of the company/organization, the location,
the period, and your position.
