	Knowledge of context:
Demonstrates awareness of how power, position and privilege affect the history and experiences of different groups and individuals in the U.S.
	Articulates insights into U.S. cultural rules and biases, using knowledge of historic and/or contemporary systems of social organization. Identifies how different facets of a person or group's identity affect their opportunities, abilities, and willingness to challenge systems and social organization. Interprets multiple perspectives of diverse groups to examine the consequences of U.S. cultural rules and biases.
	Identifies U.S cultural rules and biases and connects them to knowledge of historic and/or contemporary systems of social organization. Demonstrates recognition of the effects of cultural rules and biases on the perspectives of diverse U.S. groups without extending that recognition to an understanding of the effects of those biases on the ability to change systems of social organization.
	Shows minimal awareness of U.S. cultural rules and biases. Acknowledges differences in how different groups of Americans have been treated historically or in the contemporary moment with little reflection on how such difference of experience might affect a person's perspective on whether the system could or should be changed.

Articulates the role of U.S. subcultural difference in both improving quality of life for Americans and in creating conflict within the U.S.
	Shows minimal understanding of the complexity of elements important to members of an historically underrepresented American subculture in relation to its history, values, politics, communication styles, economy or beliefs and practices. Shows recognition of the role of U.S. subcultural variation for improving quality of life or creating conflict.
