	Knowledge of region:

Demonstrates understanding of region outside of the USA in its social, political, cultural, economic or historical context; ability to define distinct characteristics of that region through comparative analysis.
	Demonstrates sophisticated understanding of one or more aspects of the region, from a social, political, cultural, economic or historical perspective in a project or assignment. Uses appropriately diverse research sources for information and interpretation of the region. Explores significant issues about the region. Synthesizes a variety of perspectives (respective to discipline) to produce an understanding of the distinct features and sources of regional characteristics.
	Demonstrates solid understanding of aspects of region in question in a project or assignment. Research sources are adequate but not particularly deep or diverse. Issues discussed are rarely treated beyond the factual. Using multiple perspectives, presents reasonable insight into how distinct characteristics arise from or connect to historical, social, political, cultural or economic context.
	Demonstrates minimal understanding of the specific aspects of the region in question. Research sources are limited. Issues raised are superficially addressed. Presents limited insight into how differences arise from or connect to historical, social, political, cultural or economic context.



	Knowledge of effects:

Demonstrates understanding of how actions and events in one region impact the global landscape and sees the connections among regions.
	Articulates strong awareness and grasp of global connections through disciplinary perspectives or methodologies. Integrates nuanced understanding of historical legacies and current complexities of global connections. Analyzes and synthesizes the most relevant regional and global forces that shape global issues, events or trends, both locally and globally. Interprets regional and global relationships from multiple points of view.
	Identifies and discusses global connections through disciplinary perspectives. Describes critical historical processes that were impactful in shaping current global relationships. Demonstrates focused reasoning regarding global connections, particularly in relation to global problems and events. Applies multiple viewpoints.
	Demonstrates minimal understanding of connections between different regions of the globe. Identifies and provides basic description of regional contributions to global issues. Demonstrates basic awareness of the way regional issues and events occur in relation to larger global issues and events. Explores global connections from a limited viewpoint.



	Application of knowledge:
Demonstrates ability to understand, tolerate, and communicate cultural differences, advancing towards a commitment to global citizenship.
	Uses the perspectives of more than one worldview and historical experience to understand global issues. Demonstrates ability to extend knowledge of different regions to develop better understanding of self and others. Considers and negotiates diverse perspectives to communicate appropriately across differences.
	Recognizes multiple dimensions of more than one worldview to attempt understanding of global issues. Demonstrates ability to discuss elements of others’ cultures accurately and with empathy. Presents awareness and grasp of diverse worldviews and cultural experiences and adequately considers divergent perspectives in communication with others.
	Distinguishes minimally between components of other cultural perspectives, but responds with own worldview. Builds capacity to interpret aspects of others’ cultures. Begins to recognize divergent perspectives. Demonstrates limited ability to communicate across differences.
